Market Linkage & Livelihood Promotion for Marginalized Weavers

During the quarter, UWF facilitated multiple market linkage opportunities for Sangharsh Textile Weaver Producer Company to strengthen
livelihoods of marginalized Banarasi weavers. The producer company showcased its handloom products at the Indian Designer Haat in Kolkata from
18-20 July 2025, generating total sales of ¥70,000. This was followed by an exhibition-cum-sale at Utkarsh Tower, Harhua, Varanasi, held from 4-5
August 2025, which provided direct market access and enhanced local visibility. Additionally, the weavers participated in the Uttar Pradesh
International Trade Fair in Noida from 25-29 September 2025, jointly organised by the Government of Uttar Pradesh and India Exposition Mart
Limited (IEML). The participation significantly improved market visibility and networking opportunities and resulted in reported sales of ¥1,50,000
during the fair.

Skill Development & Employability Initiatives under Skill Development for Youth

During 02, a total of 170 students were enrolled across various courses under the Skill Development Program; 81 in BFSI, 27 in Mobile & Computer
Repair, and 62 in Basic Computer Concepts. In addition, 73 rural women enrolled in the newly launched Stitching Course, aimed at equipping them with
sewing and stitching skills to support livelihood generation and entrepreneurial pathways. Beyond enrolments, 14 candidates successfully secured
placements in the BFSI domain, reflecting strong employability outcomes.

Farmers’ Orientation Workshop on Modern Vegetable Cultivation

Under the Village Development Program, a farmers’ orientation workshop was organized in Gudum village, Khordha (Odisha) on September 8, 2025. A
total of 90 farmers participated in the event, which centered on the theme "Vegetable Cultivation Using Modern Techniques and Government
Schemes.

Financial Literacy & Social Security Linkages

During 02, a total of 8,332 linkages were facilitated to various government schemes and banking products under the Financial Literacy Program. Key
linkages included Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana, Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana, Ayushman Bharat Health Account (ABHA),
Ayushman Bharat Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (AB-PMJAY), Atal Pension Yojana (APY), Sukanya Samriddhi Yojana, among others, strengthening
financial inclusion and social security coverage.
