Project Completion - Upskilling of Women Artisans in Varanasi

During the quarter, the ‘Upskilling of Women Artisans in Varanasi’ project, jointly implemented by Utkarsh Welfare Foundation and NASSCOM
Foundation, strengthened the technical and entrepreneurial skills of women artisans, enhancing their income potential and self-reliance. The
initiative concluded with a felicitation ceremony celebrating their achievements and transformational journeys. Utkarsh Welfare Foundation
expressed its gratitude to NASSCOM Foundation for its continued partnership in advancing women's empowerment and sustainable livelihoods.

Weavers Support Program under Enterprise Development Program

Utkarsh Welfare Foundation (UWF) supported APC in organizing and participating in key exhibitions, including “Shagun” (Nagpur), the Khadi Gram
Udyog exhibition (Gomti Nagar, Lucknow), and the “Krystal Event” (Mumbai). These platforms expanded customer reach and business opportunities,
resulting in total reported sales of ¥4,13,000 during the quarter and contributing to improved income prospects for artisan members.

Skill Development for Youth (Enroiment & Placement)

During the quarter, a total of 229 candidates were enrolled across various skill development domains. Enrolments included 197 candidates in Basic
Computer Concepts, 12 in Mobile and Computer Repairing, 11 in BFSI, 3 in Stitching Training, and 6 in Beauty & Wellness. In addition to classroom
training, an exposure visit was organized for students of Sant Atulanand Residential Academy (SARA) to an Utkarsh Small Finance Bank branch. The
visit provided practical exposure to core banking operations, financial products, and customer engagement, effectively bridging theoretical learning
with real-world banking practices.

Women Entrepreneurship Initiatives

During 03, UWF empowered potential rural women entrepreneurs by strengthening their entrepreneurial capabilities and continues to provide
facilitation, mentoring, and handholding support under its Women Entrepreneurship Development Program. Women engaged in backyard poultry,
mushroom cultivation, and sustainable agricultural practices have been receiving continuous technical guidance and capacity-building support,
enabling them to manage their enterprises more effectively and achieve greater economic self-reliance. During the quarter, 578 potential women
from Bihar, Odisha, Uttarakhand and Uttar Pradesh were provided with the Mushroom & Backyard Poultry startup kit in order to kick-start their
enterprise and make themselves self-reliant. Additionally, more than 1,400 marginalized farmers were supported with Agri-input support across
seven states.

Sport Kit Provided to Sponsored Child ‘Badal’

UWF provided the sponsored child with a complete sports kit comprising a tracksuit, bag, water bottle, and T-shirt to support his training and
participation. The team also reviewed his academic and sports performance and held discussions with his parents and coach to assess progress and
ensure his overall wellbeing and development.
